On November 3rd you will have an opportunity to exercise your 
right to vote.  Be sure to show up and vote for your state and 
local candidates. You are eligible to register to vote if you are a 
resident of Virginia, a US citizen, and 18 years of age or older IF 
you do not claim the right to vote in any other state, are not cur-
rently declared mentally incompetent by a court of law, and have 
not been convicted of a felony. 

The polling place for Port Warwick is the Deer Park Elementary 
School located at 11541 Jefferson Avenue, Newport News, Vir-
ginia.  From Loftis Blvd you turn right onto Jefferson Avenue 
and turn right onto J. Clyde Morris Blvd.  Your next turn will be 
left at the Living Museum.  Stay to your left and follow the road 
into Deer Park Elementary School parking lot.  It will be well 
marked.  The Polls open at 6:00 am and close at 7:00 pm. 

If you have not registered to vote by now, you will not be able to 
vote in this general election.  However, register now so that you 
will be able to participate in the next election.  You can pick up a
